OVERVIEW

There is a growing consensus that the United
States health care system is too frequently
characterized by the excessive and unnecessary
provision of medical services. Tests, procedures,
and treatments that are not clinically indicated and
appropriate for particular patients are financially
wasteful and jeopardize the well-being of patients
who are subjected to them. Among medical
leaders today, there is an organized, concerted
effort to address this set of problems. One of the
impediments to rationalizing medical practice,
however, is the perception by practicing health
care professionals that the prevalent and often
overused tests, procedures, and treatments atre
compelled by the current American legal system,
and that health care professionals’ efforts to
reduce the current waste and inefficiency will
result in their expanded exposure to malpractice
litigation and liability, This conference will address
the question of legal risks and defensive medicine,
perceived and actual, and their positive and
negative effect on medical costs, quality, and

attempts to reduce waste and inefficiency.
